Upon my return to Bishop Museum, I found my desk buried 

beneath a pile of mail 16 inches high. After excavating down 

through it and attending to' the most urgent matters, I set about 

two matters (l) to make a photocopy of the typed copy of my 

field notes when a member of the Whitney Expedition on the France, 

including prints of some of the photographs I took, which I 

thought might be of most interest to you; and (2) preparing 

a chronological itinerary of the France and the years before 

and after, documented to the 25 manuscript volumes which you 

made it possible for me to yead, to which I am adding my own 

(as "Z"). 

The first of these two projects has now been completed, 

and I am sending you 69 photographs and some 400 pages of typed 

text, which I believe should be a useful addition to the records 

of the Whitney Expedition. I made a beginning on project 2 last 

Sunday, and should shortly have another bit of manuscript, in 

the form of an index guide to the other 26 volumes for your files. 

Later, I will send you some suggestions as to the manner 

in which a summary of the Whitney Expedition and its findings 

might be compiled. There is a lot of valuable scientific 

information in that shelf full of material. What appealed most 

to me was the numerous lists of vernacular names of birds. If 

my check list of Pacific birds is ever ready to publish, I 

would like very much to include mention of the various native 

names of species from different island groups, as recorded by 

the various hard-working field collectors. That might also 

be the place to mention field observations on different species.

WHITNEY EXPEDITION JOURNALS AND RECORDS, 1920 to 1935 

The following is a chronological summary of and guide to the manuscript journals 

and records of a series of field studies made across the South Pacific ocean from 

French Polynesia to New Guinea, 1920 to 1955, sponsored by the American Museum of 

Natural History, New York City, and known as the Whitney Expedition. 

These records are contained in 25 uniformly bound volumes in the Library of the 

Department of Birds, American Museum of Natural History, each identified by a letter 

of the alphabet, as follows:- 

A. Charles W. Richmond, General notes on South Pacific island groups, Volume 1. 

This manuscript was prepared for the guidance of expedition personnel, and a bound 

copy of it and "B" accompanied the expedition. It contains notes on previous 

expeditions and collectors who had visited these islands; an alphabetical list of 

place names; and notes concerning the species of birds reported from each group, and 

their type localities. The first volume (A) covers the following groups: Society 

(A 1-33), Tuamotu (A 3^-72), Marquesas OA 73-86), Line (A 87-99), Caroline atoll, 

etc. (A 100-113)* Cook group (A 114-124), Rapa Island and vicinity (A 125-141), 

Samoa (A 142-168), and islands north of Samoa (A 169-171)• 

B. Volume 2 of the same, covers: Fiji (B 1-100), Rotuma (101-105), Horne Islands 

(106-108), New Caledonia (109-135), New Hebrides (136-175), Banks Islands (176-18J), 

Santa Cruz Islands (l82-l$9),. chief collectors in the last three groups (190-192), 

Tokelau Islands (193-196), Uvea (Wallis Island) (197-199), general index to volumes 

1 and 2 (A and B) (201-282). 

(Note: These two volumes (A and B) have value to anyone interested in the 

geography and natural history, particularly the species of birds, of the groups 

covered.) 

C. Letters from Rollo H. Beck, Field representative of the American Museum from 

May 12, 1920 to July 4, 1923, together with copies of letters to Mr. Beck from Dr. 

Chapman. (This volume contains chiefly administrative data, including letters from 

and concerning Ernest H. Quayle; there are no chronological journal records.) 

D. Letters and journals of Rollo H. Beck, 1923 to 1928. 

(Thi first portion consists chiefly of letters and records of an administrative 

nature, intersperced with information regarding places visited, chiefly in American 

and Western Samoa, and a trip made by Mr. Beck to New Zealand. A letter written in 

Suva, October 1, 1925 (D 6l and following), summarizes relations with Mr. and Mrs. 

Jose Correia, who finally left the expedition November 30, 1926. Pages D 308 ff. 

describe relationships on the France leading up to Beak's resignation. 

E. Extracts from the Journal of Rollo H. Beck, Vol .e Lv September 1920 to 

June 1923. (He left San Francesco for Papeete., Tahiti, —eh Mr - Beck and E. H. 
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Quayle, September 14, 1920, arriving in Papeete September 25. Makes observations on 

birds in Tahiti and gives notes on Quayle's field trips. Both Beck and Quayle met with 

minor accidents. Describes a trip, December 1920 and January 1921, on the Moana to 

Christmas Island, via the Marquesas, including notes on birds at sea. Also a trip from 

Papeete to the Austral Islands and Papa, March 18 to May 8, 1921. Describes Beck's 

collecting on Tahiti; Quayle's trip to Taravao, Tahiti, and to Moorea I., June 11 to 

August 10. Mr. and Mrs. Beck went to the Marquesas and Tuamotus, September 9 to 

October 22. Quayle was again on Moorea, October 26 to November 14, and went to Mopelia 

and Scilly Islands, December 6, 1921, for a month, while Beck sought a suitable ship. 

The schooner France was acquired, and left Papeete for Rapa, February 1, 1922, with 

Quayle and C.C.Curtis; the cruise continued as far east as Pitcairn, Henderson, Oeno 

and Ducie Islands. It apparently returned to Tahiti in July (no date given). A 

second cruise was made to the Marquesas, via the Tuamotus, in August, returning to 

Papeete, December 16, 1922. They collected on Tahiti for 40 days, and left for the 

Tuamotus, January 27, 1923, returning to Papeete at the end of March. Again left 

Papeete for the Tuamotus April 11, returning to Papeete June 28, 1923.)

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It gives a uniformly good account of the cruise from Pago Pago through Nassau, 

Pulca Puka, the Phoenix and Tokelau Islands; on shearwaters and rabbits on Phoenix 

Island, February to April 1924. Notes on Suva, Fiji, June 1924 (N l4l-), and the 

cruise to Matuku, Koala and Totoya, and after a return to Suva", through the Lau 

group, about a page to each island, with special emphasis on the birds. Notes are

also given to the Yasava Islands of Fiji, the trip to Wallis and Futuna, Rotuma, 

back to Suva, and to Auckland, N.Z., November to December 1925. The volume ends 

with several paintings of birds.) 

O. Letters and journals of Jose G. Correia, volume II, June 4,1925 to 

October 18, 1926. (Includes his trip to Tonga, June 1925, via Kandavu and Vatoa, 

Fiji; second trip to Auckland, N.Z., Febsnary 1926; and to the Great Barrier Reef 

and Norfolk Island, May 1926. To the New Hebrides, June and July 1926, and Santa 

Cruz Islands, October 1926. There is a list of birds seen in the New Hebrides, by 

islands (0 82-), and paintings of birds (0 88-117). Throughout the entire period, 

1923 to 1926, he was accompanied by Mrs. Correia, who was a very poor sailor.) 

P. Letters and journal of Frederick P. Drowne, M.D., October 22, 1926 to 

November 4, 1927* (He joined the France at Segond Channel, New Hebrides, January 

13, 1927» He notes that Correia had already left, and that Hicks was the Polynesian 

engineer of the France. His diary records his observations across the Pacific and 

on the France, through the Santa Cruz Islands as far as Tulage, May 14, 1927.) 

Q. Letters and journal of Frederick P. Drowne, M.D., November 4, 1927 to 

March 30, 1928. (In addition to his observations on places visited (see chronology), 

he gives paintings of birds (Q 170-221), newspaper clippings (Q 222-226), a 

picture of Dr. Drowne, and a sketch cap of Rabaul.) 

R. Journal and notes of Guy Richards, 1927 to 1928. 

(An interesting account of his trip from New York (July 20,1927), across Canada 

to Vancouver, south to Seattle, where he joined Hamlin; back to Vancouver, sailing 

via Victoria to Honolulu (August 2-3)5 Suva (Aug.11), Auckland (Aug. 14), to Sydney 

(August 19 to 31, 1927.) Took S.S.Mataran to Brisbane (Sept.2), Tulagi (Sept.8) giving 

an account of that city (R 53)« Across to Guadalcanal (Sept.l6, R-60), visits to 

Tulagi and nearby islands until Oct.5; New Georgia (October 6-9)* Naru-Ghzo (Oct.10), 

Kolombangara (Oct.11) where he joined the France. He "found Beck a sick man.(R 96). 

He gets the birds, but Dr. Drowne brings in the snails, insects, snakes, 'possums, 

and rarities." Notes that "the physical conditions on the France are not good. 

Capt. Lang is capable; crew not viscious or bellicose. Hicks, the engineer, skins 

birds as well as Beck. Mrs. Beck is a beautiful character." (R 98). Richards journal 

is full of information about Choiseul, Shorthand, and Bougainville Islands, 

intersperced with copies of candid and enlightening letters (R 158-165). He gives 

an extensive account of the expedition on Bougainville, Dec. 29,1927 to Mar.1,1928 
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(R 166-). He notes that Dr. Drowne was ill with gastric malaria. He presents a 

valuable story, well told.) 

S. Journal and notes of Hannibal Hamlin, July 20, 1927 to November 7> 1928. 

(He took leave of Drs. Chapman and Murphy July 20,1927, crossed Canada to Vancouver, 

and joined Richards July 26 (see R). He describes in detail their visit to 

Honolulu (Aug. 3)> sighting "Mary" (Canton) Island (Aug.7), visit to Suva (Aug.11), 

Auckland (Aug.14-15), Sydney (Aug. 19)• Thence via S.S. Mataram (Aug.31)> arriving 

Tulagi (Sept.6). He gives an amusing account of "tracking down" the France,which they 

finally reached on October 11, 1927 (S 4l-). Gives list of native names of birds 

(S 54-); a detailed account of Bougainville Island (S 131-), and what was collected 

at different altitudes from shore to 5>500 feet (S 136-). Hamlin, assisted by Hicks and 

David, collected on Buka and Bougainville Islands.) 

T. Journal and notes of Hannibal Hamlin, November 8, 1928 to August 8, 1930. 

(In addition to chronological notes, he tells of difficulties seeking permission at 
0. 

Samari to collect protected birds, there being a rumor that the expedition was 

"finished." He went to Port Moresby, December 5 to 9» 1928, to visit the Government 

Secretary's office for a hunting permit, and to get shoes. The S.S. Mor^inda was wrecked, 

but the permit was received in mall off the wrecked ship. He returned to Samar?., 

December 16, on the Veimanri, the France to follow. Visited Sawa Bay, Normanby I., Salamo 

Ferguson I.; the France to pick him up at Baniara about January 28, 1929* The 

American Museum was informed that Hamlin wanted to be relieved for the "summer", as he 

was hampered by government restrictions and the condition of the France's engines. He 

hoped conditions would be better after May (T 4l). He gives notes on expenses, 

sickness - Teora in hospital with two bad legs. The France sailed for the L/uisiade 

archipelago February 11 (T 43); through the Conflict group (Feb.12); he describes the 

"rugged islets" off Comorant Entrance. Anchored in the lee of Abagagaheia I.(Luisade); 

they landed Feb.l4. Repairs were made to the Frsince at Sanarai, March 11 (T 57-). The 

party worked into the interior toward Diabu (T.58-), Milne Bay area, April 7 until 

the France was back in the water. Departed April 26 on trip to Luisades, returning to 

Port Moresby June 27, 1929* Returned to Sanarai July 3, where they were joined by Dr. 

Ernst Mayr, of the Berlin Museum. At Faisi, July 14, they found an infantile paralysis 

epidemic in the group and the area under quarantine. To Kiet^ harbor for oil, and 

collected in the Buin area (south end of Bougainville I.) July 20. Hamlin and Mayr 

bicycled to Father Poncelet's (8 miles). More engine trouble. Couitas and Eyerdam 

arrived on S.S. Marsina and disembarked at Kieta, August 29,1929 (T 89). Gives 

notes on Phalangers. Says: "Seven collectors working on Choiseul Island (Mayr, 

Couitas, Eyerdam, David, Charlie, Teora, and Hamlin." (T.100-) Hamlin traveled down 

coast with a Chinaman, Oct.3 (T.108). France under command of Captain Cruickshank (T.116) 

Three men (Mayr, Couitas, Eyeddam) seat to San Cristoval, Nov. 21?, on government 
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steamer (T 124). Cruickshank replaced by V/.H.Burrell as captain, Nov. 21. France 

beached to fix propeller, repair work Nov.22 to Dec.l4, 1929 (T 125). Chinaman hired 

as cook, Dec.l. David returned from Gizo, where he had searched for Microgoura without 

success. Money trouble (T 152). Dr. Mayr left the France, February 1950. The four 

native hunters left the party Jan. 15, 1930 (T 158). To Tulagi, Feb.l8-25, with Mayr. 

Discussion of changing from France to Royal Endeavor (T 157). Coultas and Eyerdam 

camped inland, March 5 (T 168). March 4, Hamlin up Kwairiekiwa river (T.168). At 

"Aroroa" (Araroso?) May 10 (T 165). Coultas returned to Su'u (T I67). Hamlin back 

to France, March 18, found captain sick (T 175). Ship moved to Ulawa Is. (T 173-)$ 

on to Ulinburi to pick up campers, Mar. 28-29, syuck on a reef (T 178). Coultas not 

finished collecting, April 1, so Hamlin went to Gower I. Eyerdam back to Aroroa, 

April 9 (T 185). Down between Florida and Buena Vista Is.; anchored at Olevuga I., 

April 19 (T 185). Back to Tulagi, April 20 (T 191). Eyerdam collecting shells. Dr. 

Lambert was going to Rennell; France offered to take him there (T 198); accepted. 

Trip into interior and to Bellona described. (T 204). July 17, Capt. Burrell dismissed 

and sent to Sydney. Copper sheathing of France removed, July 5-13 (T 207). Left 

Samarai July 17 (T 209). Panasesa I, July 18; Misima, July 19 ifT 210), with Riddall 

and Charlie. Burrell replaced by T.2.Lang (former captain) (T 219). Eyerdam left on 

S. S.Elveric in August 1930. Hamlin left on S.S.Morinda, August 8, leaving Riddall 

to operate the France (T 118).

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Eyerdom offers his opinions regarding a "sick and useless skipper," (U 151).
