AIR MAIL. 

AIR MAIL CHARGES WITHIN THE COMMONWEALTH— 
Air Mail fee should be prepaid at 3d. per half-ounce in 
addition to ordinary postage. Articles for transmission 
by Air Mail should bear the departmental Blue Air Mail 
label in the top left-hand corner of the address side. 
The limits of size and maximum weight prescribed for 
articles sent by ordinary mail apply also to such articles 
when sent by Air Mail. 

TASMANIA LETTER MAILS—First-class mail matter (i.e., 
letters, letter cards and post cards) prepaid at letter 
rate is conveyed by air (except if endorsed “By Sea’’) 
without surcharge in each direction between Tasmania 
and the mainland. Other classes of mail matter (except 
parcels), such as printed papers, commercial papers, 
etc., may be forwarded by air provided postage at letter 
rate is prepaid.

In scientific calculations, and by Revenue Officers, the- 
inch is divided into tenths and hundredths. Mechanics 
divide it into eighths. The chain is divided into 100 links, 
each 7.92 inches.

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DIRECTIONS FOR MAKING A WILL. 

A will cannot be made in language too simple or concise; 
it must be written with ink, on paper or parchment; and if 
contained on one sheet, must be signed at the end by the 
Testator, in the presence of two or more witnesses; and if 
written on more than one sheet, the Testator and t.he Wit- 
nesses must sign each sheet. If a Witness is interested in 
the Will, the claim to such Interest becomes forfeited. 

To avoid the evils of intestacy the following form may 
suffice as a general guide:—

Victoria. 
Gentleman.

A CODICIL TO A WILL. 

Is to be made with the same regulations as the Will itself 
and may be written thus: — 

This is a Codicil to my last Will and Testament bearing 
date the day of in the year of 
our Lord One thousand nine hundred and , and 
I direct it may be taken as part thereof. I give, devise, 
and bequeath, etc. In Witness whereof I have hereunto 
set my hand this day of 
in the year of our Lord One thousand nine hundred and 

Obliterations or alterations of any sort in a Will ought, 
if possible, to be avoided; when of necessity made, they 
must be signed by the Testator and Witnesses in the 
margin or as near to the alteration as possible. 

Marriage after making a Will renders the Will void. 
If a person wishes to dispose of all his property in one 

gift, the words “all my real and personal estate” may be 
used. 

A witness need not know the contents of a Will, which, 
if desired, may be so folded as to prevent any other than 
the signatures being read. 

WHERE A TESTATOR IS A MARKSMAN. 

Signed by the said A.B., the Testator (by making his 
mark thereto, he having declared to us that the above Will 
had been read over to him by Mr. C. D., of Melbourne, 
Solicitor and that he had a perfect knowledge of its 
contents). Published and declared, etc., etc. 

ATTESTATION TO A WILL. 

Signed, published, and declared by the said A.B., the 
Testator, as and for his last Will and Testament, in the 
presence of us, who, in his presence and at his request, and 
in the presence of each other, all being present at the same 
time, have subscribed our names as Witnesses hereunto. 

FIRST AID. 
FAINTING.—Lay flat on back with head turned to one 

side. If face is pale lower head and raise feet; loosen 
clothing round neck, chest and waist; allow fresh 
air and sprinkle face with hot and cold water alter- 
nately. 

THE EYE.—When foreign matter gets into eye, pull down 
the lower eyelid, and if foreign matter can be seen 
remove gently with corner of handkerchief moistened 
with water. Or keep eye open and put face into dish 
of clean cool water. 

INSECT STINGS AND BITES.—Take out sting, squeeze 
wound to cause bleeding and apply weak ammonia 
or iodine. 

NOSE BLEEDING.—Loosen clothing round neck and raise 
hands above head while in sitting position. Apply ice 
or something cold on forehead and at back of neck. 

OPEN WOUNDS.—Cleanse the wound with peroxide of 
hydrogen, or a weak solution of lysol. Stop bleeding 
and bandage with sterilized bandage. 

SNAKE BITE.—Tie a ligature between wound and the 
heart. Suck the wound and apply permanganate of 
potash. It is often necessary to cut the wound with a 
sharp knife before applying permanganate. 

DROWNING.—Quickly lay the patient face downward, 
head to one side and arms in line with shoulders, 
and forearms at right angles to upper arms. Without 
delay, kneel on left side of the patient, and just below 
the hip joint place the hands, fingers together, over the 
small of the patient’s back, just above the hip bone. 
With wrists almost touching, and arms straight, swing 
the weight of the body forward, compressing the lung 
cavity, and driving out the air. This movement should 
occupy two seconds, then release it by swinging back- 
wards on to the heels without removing hands. This 
movement should occupy three seconds. Continue this 
movement at the rate of twelve times per minute, until 
patient breathes. This may take hours. When natural 
breathing is restored, promote the circulation of the 
blood and the warmth of the body with hot water 
bottles, blankets, or by smart friction, over all parts 
of the body, from the extremities towards the heart. 

SUNSTROKE.—Place patient in a cool spot and apply cold 
water to head and neck. 

BURNS AND SCALDS.—Limewater and linseed oil, or 
apply baking soda, and cover with wet cloth. Carron 
oil.
